SIP Goal #1:  All North Rose-Wolcott Middle and High School students with disabilities will demonstrate 
improved academic achievement and increased college and career readiness. 


Progress Narrative:   


Special education staff at the Middle & High School participated in a review of the recent field 
advisory issued by NYSED “Blueprint for Improved Results for Students with Disabilities.” Discussion 
related to the contents of the field advisory was linked to instructional implications. 


Special education staff members at the Middle & High School reviewed the field advisory issued by 
NYSED related to Least Restrictive Environment, “School Districts’ Responsibilities to Provide Students 
with Disabilities with Specially-Designed Instruction and Related Services in the Least Restrictive 
Environment (LRE).”   


Recent changes in the procedure for administering the New York State Alternate Assessment have 
resulted in training for me as the test coordinator and for the teachers who administer the 
assessments. 


Leverage leadership classroom visits and conversations are ongoing. 


During the recent early release day, special education teachers implemented information from the 
standards based IEP (Individual Education Program) goal writing workshop using data as a framework 
for their work.

The Special Education Leadership Team met on February 25, continuing work on developing “Future

Progress Narrative:   


● All reading teachers continue to be fully engaged with intensive, small-group reading 


instruction.   


● Reading teachers continue to collect/report/review progress-monitoring data. (Running 


Records, STAR, F&P Benchmarks) 


● Reading teachers are maintaining data spreadsheet for their grade level, and for 


reporting purposes. 


● Reading teachers will send data reports home again to parents in June. 


● We are looking at scheduling for the 2016-2017 year and discussing adding layers to our 


interventions to students.  


● We continue to improve processes that identify and support students who are not meeting 


grade-level expectations  through MTSS (multi-tiered support systems).  Meetings continue to 


be held every “C” and “G” day for 7th and 8th grade students, and every Thursday for 5th and 


6th grade students.  On average we continue to be able to meet on about 70 students a month.          


        


● On February 26th, teachers in grades seven and eight  participated in training on writing 


instruction (Our 5th and 6th grade teachers met last month.)  They worked with our ELA Coach 


from BOCES (Betsy Serapilio-Frank) who helped build consistency in our  writing program.  Areas 


of focus for the training were: 


● Foundations for writing (why do we write) –(I do/We do/You do) 


● Teachers reviewed the Writing Standards 


● Narrative writing 


● How to give good feedback to students 


● How to create opportunities for student choice 


● GOAL- to build a writing community 


Action plan for Goal 1: 







*Create posters with the critical verbs and definitions for all classrooms and hallways. 


*Provide written reminders so that hallway displays of student work are updated on a monthly 


basis.   Displays show student tasks will include critical verbs and will demonstrate student 


capacity to write for a range of tasks, purposes, and audiences. 


*Demonstrations and examples of active vocabulary instruction using Marzano’s Six Steps 


during class visits, walkthroughs, and observations. 


*Grade level teams implement their action plan so that ALL students can correctly identify all 


29 of the critical verbs-assessment dates. The next assessment is:  3/23/15. 


 


 


SIP Goal #2:  The percent of students meeting or exceeding grade level standards in longitudinal cohort 


groups on the NYS Math assessment will improve by 5% in all subgroups. 


● 5-8 Math Teachers/students continue to use the “CUBES Strategy” (Circle, Underline, Box, 


Evaluate, Solve) to improve accuracy in solving Math word problems. 


● Co-teaching teams continue to work with our BOCES Coach Tammy Jones,  and our Math 


Department continues to work with the Math Partnership grant to continue to learn about and 


implement effective strategies in Math. 


● Intervention teachers and Teaching Assistants are using Accelerated Math to allow students to 


work/practice math at their independent level (as identified on the STAR Math assessment). 


Teachers and TA’s are also using “Math XL,” and “Math Facts in a Flash” (computerized 


programs to help master basic Math facts).  Math facts are an area that many of our students 


need additional support with. 


● A new Math Teaching Assistant was added this past month.  Mrs. Rhoades is now working to 


support students/classes in Math in grades 5-8. 


● Teaching Assistants are assigned to the after-school time to support students in the area of 


Math.  (Reteaching...assisting with homework, etc.) 


Progress Narrative:   


Math teachers are using STAR benchmarking data, as well as accelerated math progress monitoring data 


to set goals for students to work at their independent level.  Teachers continue to  monitor student 


work, offer small groups for reteaching and extension,  and  offer 1:1 intervention to best support all 


students as they grow in the area of Math. 







Teachers continue to give mid-module and end-of-module  Math assessments, and the teachers (with 


the Math TA support) are organizing students, based on data, to reteach or extend their learning.  


Math teachers are progressing in their work with the modules, and are close to being on target in 


regards to their pacing guide. 


Math teachers gave interim assessments in February which will gave us more information as to the 


standards students have mastered, and the standards they need to continue to work on. 


Action plan for Goal 2: 


*Send home copies of CUBES strategy to all families to post in their home. 


*Adjust TA support as necessary (and based on current data). 


*Adjust Accelerated Math as necessary (teachers review student work and readjust goals). 


*Provide written reminders so that hallway displays of student work (Math) are updated on a 


monthly basis.   Displays show student tasks will include critical verbs and will demonstrate 


student capacity to accurately determine and explain an answer. 


*Math vocabulary taught, posted in classroom using Marzano’s six-steps, and evident in 


student language and work.
