annual installments in such years and in such amounts as may be
determined by the Board of Education and in anticipation of the
collection of such tax, bonds and notes of the District are hereby
authorized to be issued at one time, or from time to time, in the principal
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amount not to exceed $390,000, and a tax is hereby voted to pay the
principal and interest on said obligations when due?

Proposition No. 3: Annual Appropriations For Wolcott Civic Free & Rose
Free Libraries

Shall the annual sum collected by the North Rose - Wolcott Central
School District as required by New York State Education and Municipal
laws for the 2015-2016 operating budgets of the Wolcott Civic Free
Library and the Rose Free Library, as determined by both Library
Boards of Trustees, be increased by $5,600.00 to the total sum of
$102,600 annually to be allocated in the amounts of 72,000.00 to the
Wolcott Civic Free Library and $30,600 to the Rose Free Library?
