Linguistic Understanding

Listening/Speaking
	-recognizes capital & lower case letters of the alphabet

-demonstrates phonemic awareness for each letter of the alphabet

-verbally identifies a word(s) for each letter of the alphabet

-display an awareness of conventions of print

-focuses on print as well as pictures

-understands a concept of a letter/word/sentence

-knows a few familiar sight words (Marie Clay's high frequency sight word list)

-uses phonetic spelling to convey meaning

-uses standard spelling of familiar words & a simple sentence

recognizes that his writing represents his thoughts in print

-recognizes writing provides pleasure and information

-records thoughts and feelings in print with teacher support

-engages in prewriting & drafting

-thinks about his experience and prior knowledge and uses them in his writing
