I have worked with Data Coordinator Kevin Henry to make 


available to our Tier 1 teams a new report that gives them up-to-


the-minute data on each student’s attendance, behavior, and 


coursework progress.  For each student, the report returns the 


current absence rate (percent of days missed), current referral 


rate (number of referrals per week), and current number of failing 


classes.  This report will enable teams of teachers to 


collaboratively plan to support students. 


Additionally, teams have collaborated to produce a “coupon book” 


that students can earn.  Each coupon entitles the student to a 


prize (examples: homework pass, lunch with teacher, etc.). 


Implement interventions with fidelity (Tier 2: 


Extension; Check In, Check Out; Content Labs; 


counseling groups. Tier 3: FBA/BIP; RENEW). 


Our MTSS coaches and counselors recently visited Tier 1 meetings 


to get some feedback from teachers on how to improve our Check 


In, Check Out implementation.  Teachers provided some good 


feedback that will support our final round of implementation of 


this intervention (ex: have intervention sheets available in all 


rooms; providing support with Checking Out 9th period). 


Analyze school-wide behavior data, develop resulting 


action plans (including initial and booster lessons on 


behavior expectations for all settings), offer incentive 


programs, and celebrate successes (MTSS Tier 1). 


Our Cougar Pride SIP Group recently engaged the staff and 


students in a Trusted Adult Activity.  Each student was asked to 


provide the name(s) of a staff member(s) they feel they have a 


strong relationship with.  Each staff member was informed which 


students wrote their name down, and Tier 1 teams were provided 


lists of students who didn’t write anyone’s name down so that 


they can reach out to these students.

We are refocusing 


the efforts of our reading team to address the gaps we noted in our self-


reflection on the Tiered Fidelity Inventory: 


 


2.3:  Screening:  tier II team uses decision rules and multiple sources of data 


to identify students who require Tier 2 supports.

We are now in the process of reviewing the data and creating interventions 


to meet the needs of students.  We are also using this process to rule out 


the perceived gaps in individual students.  







 


For example, teachers requested assistance for an eighth grade student who 


was demonstrating inconsistent progress in ELA, social studies, and math. 


Mr. Stopka administered a John’s Basic Reading Inventory, which 


demonstrated that the student was reading close to their expected grade 


level, and effectively ruled out any language-based disabilities or barriers.   


 


This is one example of how these results can keep students who don’t 


necessarily qualify for special education out of the CSE process, out of 


interventions that are unnecessary, and helps us provide more targeted, 


informed interventions. 


 


This information has also helped us organize phonics groups at grade 5 with 


targeted Smart goals, sight word and word attack strategies at tier 3.  We 


have developed Tier 2 forms for documentation of interventions, and 


created SMART goals for comprehension groups, fluency, and decoding at 


the seventh grade level. 


 


NYS testing We have the New York State Science 8 exam at the end of this May and 
beginning of June.  Students will take the performance portion of the 
assessment at the end of May, which includes center activities where 
students have to conduct experiments, record data, and answer questions 
about their findings.  The written portion will be administered on June 3 to 
all 8th graders, except those who will be taking Living Environment for 
Regents credit.  Seventh graders who take advanced science will also take 
the eighth grade science assessment.   
 
At the writing of this report, we have administered the New York State Math 
exam and the New York State ELA.  We administered the paper-based tests 
for grades 6-8, and the computer-based tests for grade 5.  We are looking at 
high participation rates, which is a tribute to the relationships we have built 
with students and families. 
 
We are working on getting makeups completed for the math exam..  All 
students who participated seemed to put forward good effort.  There were 
a lot of changes in the ways that testing was administered this year since we 
have transitioned to the new sites, however the students and staff adjusted 
well to these changes.  I am hopeful that this translates into continued 
growth for our students..

Goals 1, 2, 3  This month we look forward to additional development on common formative 
assessments, trauma informed care, 
Ten of our staff members are attending Orton Gillingham training. We’ve focused on 
including our coaches and special educators for this specialized training. Orton 
Gillingham is a language-based, multisensory, structured, sequential  and flexible 
approach to the basics of word formation. This method accommodates visual, auditory 
and kinesthetic modalities, and is aligned to our Tier 1 program, Fundations (currently 
kindergarten). Currently we have one staff member fully trained. Kristen McMorris uses 
OG with Tier 3 students struggling at grades 3-4.  
 


Goal 1, 2, 3  Meagan Pentycofe is leading staff in a study ​from the first days of school to the last, ​Kids 
First from Day One​. Christine Hertz and Kristi Mraz share how to build community, design 
classroom spaces, match instruction to students' needs, and engage students in 
curriculum. This book study will help staff put into action the belief that ​children are the 
most important people in the classroom​, and it aligns flawlessly with our personalized learning 
initiative. This book study will meet 5 times to discuss each section of the text and examine 
related videos and articles. 
 
Led by Alison Maloney, the Trauma Informed Care team is reading ​Fostering Resilient 
Learners ​to better understand childhood trauma and its effect on learning, motivation and 
success of all students in the classroom.  The book takes into account a social worker and 
principal’s point of view to gain a better understanding of how to build relationships and 
create a safe place to enable students learning at high levels.  The book also allows the 
reader to reflect and provides solutions for students to grow and thrive in their own 
classroom.

1.  The NYSPHSAA first ever Mental Health Awareness Week was April 29th – May 3rd, 2019 
 


Summary: 
During the week of April 29 – May 3, the New York State Public High School Athletic Association 
(NYSPHSAA) launched its first ever Mental Health Awareness Week, a campaign to raise awareness of 
mental health in the realm of interscholastic athletics. The goal of the initiative is to encourage schools to 
provide training to athletic directors, coaches, staff and student-athletes, to help them learn how to identify 
signs and symptoms of mental illness, break the stigma associated with it, and provide resources to those 
who need them. According to the Mental Health Association of New York State (MHANYS), “Mental health 
awareness helps everyone to recognize the signs and symptoms of mental illness and ease people into the 
process of seeking aid for themselves or others. Confiding in a peer, trusted adult, or professional is 
extremely beneficial because 60-90% of those who receive treatment experience positive outcomes.” 
 
The goal of the initiative is to not only raise awareness, but also to encourage as many coaches, athletic 
directors, staff and student-athletes to take the NFHS Student Mental Health and Suicide Prevention course 
as possible. In addition, NYSPHSAA encourages these individuals to take the National Association of Mental 
Illness (NAMI) Stigma Pledge to commit to not having stigma within their school.
