Teacher made at the December 9, 2008 BOE meeting, the WFL BOCES 

cost per pupil for RCS students, the Cayuga Indian Nation local land 

purchase, the need for volunteerism of students for such duties as 

shoveling sidewalks, dusting and cleaning, etc. vs. remuneration to 

students/staff.  Discussion ensued.  The request was not honored by the 

BOE.

2.1 Update

Competition, and the Governor proposed $700 million in education cuts 

across the state.

3.1 Update 

Mr. Boulware stated that he will review the Governor’s budget 

proposal.  He indicated that it is based on estimates; therefore, the 

numbers should not be taken seriously yet.

Ms. Morgan stated that the entire Board membership should be involved 

with this issue.  Motion failed for lack of a second.  Ms. Morgan then 

mentioned that this item will be discussed at the January 13, 2009 BOE 

meeting.
