NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENT

June 30, 2016

(Note 1) Accounting Policy:

The transactions of the Extraclassroom Activity Funds are considered part of the reporting entity of
the North Rose-Wolcott Central School District. Consequently, the cash balances are included in the
financial statements of the School District as part of the Trust and Agency Fund.

The accounts of the Extraclassroom Activity Funds of the North Rose-Wolcott Central School
District are maintained on a cash basis, and the statement of cash receipts and disbursements reflects only
cash received and disbursed. Therefore, receivables and payables, inventories, long-lived assets, and
accrued income and expenses, which would be recognized under generally accepted accounting principles,
and which may be material in amount, are not recognized in the accompanying financial statement.

(Note 2) Cash and Cash Equivalents:

Cash and cash equivalents is comprised of four checking accounts. The balance in these accounts is
fully covered by FDIC Insurance or NCUA insurance.

AUDITORS’ FINDINGS AND EVALUATION

We have examined the statement of cash receipts and disbursements of the North Rose-Wolcott Central
School District’s Extraclassroom Activity Funds for the year ended June 30, 2016. As part of our examination,
we made a study and evaluation of the system of internal accounting control to the extent we deemed necessary
to render our opinion, :

There are inherent limitations in considering the potential effectiveness of any system of internal accounting
control. Human errors, mistakes of judgment and misunderstanding of instructions limit the effectiveness of any
control system,

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow
management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and
correct misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency, or combination of deficiencies, in
internal control, such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of the District’s financial
statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected on a timely basis.

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph and
was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be deficiencies, significant
deficiencies, or material weaknesses. We did not identify any deficiencies in internal control that we consider to
be material weaknesses, as defined above.

As indicated on the statement of cash receipts and disbursements, the following clubs were financially
inactive during the 2015-2016 fiscal year:

We recommend the status of these clubs be reviewed. If future financial activity is not anticipated, they
should be closed in accordance with the Board of Education policy.

1. All of the fundraising activities in the High School Musical Production Club were properly approved
during the 2015-2016 fiscal year.

2. For those items tested, the Middle School Student Council and the Middle School Honor’s Trip did not
pay sales tax on the purchase of items intended for resale.

Examples of Classroom Routines... (provided to teachers on 2/3/17)

What do students do at the beginning of class? How is attendance taken?
The learning target and warmup prompt are posted as students enter, and they know to begin working right away.

Students pick up a paper from the bin by the door when they enter and begin working right away.

What do students do at the end of class?
My cell phone alarm goes off with 3 minutes remaining in the class and that is a signal to begin the exit ticket.

Students choose from one of three closure strategies at the end of class.

What do students do if they were absent?
Students take their missed materials from labeled bins on the side table.

Students write missed homework assignments from the side board which lists learning targets, lesson agendas, and
assignments for each class.

How are materials distributed? How are materials collected?

When the class is in rows, materials are distributed by the person in the front of each row. Materials are collected by passing
them up and to the right.

When the class is in groups, materials are distributed and collected by the group’s assigned materials manager.

Students submit class work in bins on the side table.

What do students do if they need help?
During group work, students use a “3 before me” rule in which they have to ask 3 students for help before asking the teacher.

During independent work, students use cards that are colored red on one side and green on the other. The red side faces up if
they need help; if they do not, the green side faces up.

What do students do if they need to leave the room?

A student who needs to leave the room signals “thumbs up” to the teacher. If the teacher returns the thumbs up, the student
signs out in the book, completes the permanent pass, and leaves with it.





What is the classroom management plan?
Expectations that are clear, positively stated, and enforceable are posted, stated, taught, and revisited.

Consequences include nonverbal cue or revisiting expectations, seat change or private check-in, teacher detention, disciplinary
referral and contact home.

Reinforcements include additional choice on homework assignments, points in the class competition, and extended deadlines.

What are our commonly-employed instructional protocols (examples: Think-Pair-Share, exit ticket)?

(The Expeditionary Learning Protocols Manual is a great resource that identifies many instructional protocols and provides
detailed procedures for each of them).

What are our commonly-employed grouping strategies?

The class often works in groups of 4. Each group member receives a card with job-specific responsibilities on the front
(timekeeper, materials manager, facilitator, notes manager) and general responsibilities on the back (listen when someone is
talking, participate by asking questions and providing comments, respect the roles of each group member).

How do we evacuate/lockdown?

In an evacuation, students exit the door in a single line. They remain quiet, take a left and go out the exterior door directly in
front of them. They maintain their single line in the class-designated zone outside.

In a lockdown, students gather in the northeast corner of the room. Students sit on the floor and remain quiet; there is no
electronic device usage.

How do we transition from one activity to the next?
The teacher says “Clap once...snap twice...” to get students’ attention.

The teacher states the activity is over and gives specific instructions for the transition. This includes a time limit for the
transition.

The teacher checks for understanding of the directions.

After the students transition, the teacher provides feedback on the quality of the transition.

MTSS — February 3" Conference Day — Team met and shared
information/updates in regards to Tier 1 and Tier 2 to ensure we are all working
together to best support our students.

Tier 1 (all students) — Grade level teams reviewed quarter 2 data (attendance,
grades, ODRs, HOW reports, Zero reports) and brainstormed ideas to support all
students. 7""/8" grade teams meet on “F” days to review and adjust their action
plans. 5" and 6™ grades meet on Thursdays every 4-5 weeks.

Tier 2 (small groups) — The Tier 2 team consisting of Mr. Mathews, Mrs. DeFeo,
both MS Counselors, our school psychologist and one of our intervention
teachers continues to meet for an hour each “D” and “H” day to check on the
progress of the intervention groups in place (Reading, Writing, Math,
Attendance, “Why Try” and “Skills Streaming.”). We are working to make sure
the groups are fluid, and that students are appropriately placed with the right
supports based on current data.

Tier 3 (individual students) — Our 5" and 6" grade Tier 3 teams meet every
Thursday, and 7" and 8" grade teams meet every “G” day. These teams meet
to review the progress of individual students at Tier 3. Adjustments to student
plans are made if necessary. Wrap-around supports from outside agencies such
as Wayne Behavioral Health, PINS, FACT, and support from our SRO are utilized
to further support students at this level.

Our Character Trait of the Month for January was Courage. We recognized two
students from 7" /8th grade, and one student from each 5”’/6th grade homeroom
at Town Hall this month.

North Rose-Wolcott Middle School
Date of the meeting: February 14, 2017

Beginning in December, our grade level teams at grades 7 and 8 created Tier 1 Action Plans, where each member of the team examined student
achievement data, student attendance data, office discipline referral data, and grades to develop SMART goals and design action plans to improve
student outcomes. Tenets 2, 3, 4; SAP Goals 1, 2

The teams created action plans in December and started implementing them during the week before Christmas vacation. The seventh and eighth
grade plans addressed student assignment completion, students being tardy to class, and students being prepared for class. The fifth and sixth
grade classes selected other focus areas for their action plans. Tenets 2, 3, 4; SAP Goals 1, 2

In mid-December, the School Leadership Team discussed the possibility of a midyear visit and review to gather data around the implementation of
the strategies that were our focus areas in the fall of 2016. We invited Betsy Serapillio-Frank, Tammy Jones, and Melanie Stevenson to take part in
the midyear review. Tenets 2, 3, 4; SAP Goals 1, 2

The planned review consisted of two fifteen minute visits to every class by two different members of the review team. These visits all occurred on
one day. There were some conflicts, as we had CSE meetings going on that day, as well as a practice for a lockdown drill that had been scheduled.
Scheduling issues aside, there were a total of 55 classroom visits on that day.

During the month of January, the teacher members of the School Leadership Team met to discuss and modify the rubric that the visitors would use
to rate our implementation of formative assessment strategies, learning targets, and student engagement in learning. SLT based their
modifications on the monthly rubrics | had been using for Leverage Leadership. Tenets 2, 3, 4; SAP Goals 1, 2

After they created a draft rubric, | shared this rubric with the visitors, who helped clarify some of the language. They also requested that we
develop “look-fors” to ensure that they were all looking for specific and similar things in reference to the rubric language that would help them
calibrate their ratings and provide more relevant feedback. Tenets 2 and 4

The next several pages show the rubric/measurement tool that was used to rate our implementation and the visitor’s observations of student
participation during classes.

The last page shows a bar graph of the results of the visits. This was shared with staff at our Superintendent’s Conference Day on February 3,
More explanation follows that last page.

0 Forour next visit,we want to find ways to reduce the number of "NA" ratings. Some of these ratings came because the visitors
were supposed to ask students "what are you learning about right now?" to evaluate student comprehension of the learning target.





In some of the “NA” cases, the visitor did not want to interrupt instruction so they did not ask the students this question. Tenets 2,
3,4

0 For the category “LT Measurability,” we were asking students if they knew how their work would be evaluated, because we have
discussed to some degree that students should know how their work will be assessed/evaluated. We have not made this a primary
focus area, and we have to provide some clarification to the visitors and teachers along these lines so that the look fors are more
observable and the teacher provides some evidence that they are teaching the students the assessment criteria. Tenet 4

Overall, we saw some good results for student engagement. As you can see from the rubric, this tells us that our students are attending and
putting in good effort to participate and learn. However, we remain concerned about student achievement, and while we may have
students engaged, they may be engaged in tasks or activities that don’t provide enough challenge to prepare them for common core or NYS
assessments. Tenets 3 and 4, SAP goals 1 and 2

The visitors identified a “complete turnaround” in our level of implementation of learning targets, and the efforts of teachers to use
formative assessments and respond when students don’t understand the lesson or the learning. At the same time, concerns remain about
how our students view the learning targets, and whether they “know” the targets. We consider it a point of equity that some students may
know and understand a learning target, and other students do not. We must make certain that all students know and understand the
target. Itis acknowledged that some students may need the visual reminder, to read the target off the board or SmartBoard, but all
students should be able to articulate some aspects of the target when asked. This is a reflection of formative assessment practices. Tenets
2,3,4,Goals1and 2

At our February 3" Conference Day, teachers used the Data Driven Dialogue protocol to review the MTSS action plans they had started in
December. They examined attendance data, office discipline data, student preparation data, and all outcomes, and then they established
new interventions to address different gaps they identified in the Data Driven Dialogue process. The teachers used the graph above to
identify instructional interventions, instructional techniques, to improve outcomes for students. To this point, teachers had created their
action plans around student behaviors data, such as bringing their agendas to class, coming to class on time, and completing all
assignments. There was less of a focus on to what degree each student was learning alongside their grade level peers. Tenets 2, 3, 4 Goals
land?2

As a result of this analysis, teachers in grades five and six updated their action plans, and created new goals using instructional strategies
like “active reading” in all subjects, and “using visual reminders” to remind students of assessment criteria. These plans will be monitored
for the next six weeks, at which time we will review data and outcomes, then move towards a “tier 2” structure, which would provide for
more intensive supports for students who have not made significant gains.

Counseling Plan- We have partnered with Red Creek to participate in a School Counseling Program Plan Development professional development series. Genesee

Valley BOCES is supporting us as we unpack the regulations regarding Counseling and Student Support Plans to ensure that we are meeting students’ needs
within the guidelines set forth and the resources we have available. The District level team attended training on 1/12/17 and the Building Level Teams attended
on 2/2/17. There will be additional trainings to support us through this process and the Board will be presented the plan once it is completed.

Shift to Consultant Teaching- Throughout the year, the special education department has been discussing the shift from co-teaching to consultant teaching. As

a part of this process, the 7"-12" grade special education teachers met during the 2/3/17 professional development day to plan how to best meet students’
needs while providing this model of service. For students K-8, there have been planning meetings between myself, and the grade levels that students are
transition from and to in order to make plans to individually meet students’ needs using this model. On 2/2/17 a representative group of teachers visited
Webster Schools to learn about and observe their established consultant teaching programs.

Staffing- We continue to have a 1.0 speech vacancy. We are able to offer some of our students who are not currently receiving speech some services thanks to
one of our current therapists, Laura Brown. She will be providing after school speech to some of our students who will be bussed over to the elementary school.
Parents will be given the option if they would like their child to receive this after school service or not.

We currently have a 1.0 psychologist position posted.

Out of District Student Placements- We have recently placed/are in the process of placing four students out of district due to their high level of behavioral

and/or mental health needs. Both consortium and BOCES placements are being used to support these students.

1. Attendance Initiative - DSP 1.3.5 - Create a team to review and improve our current practices related
to student attendance and achievement. Identify who needs to be engaged and target from there.

The attendance team continues to meet to work on strategies and interventions to improve NRWHS attendance
and assist families and students that struggle with chronic absenteeism. 7 students were referred and
participated in a Tier 2 intervention called the How to Adult Class. It was a 12 weeks program. The How to Adult
group is facilitated by Mental Health Therapists from Catholic Charities/the Thriving Families Program. The
students that participated worked on the following skills:

» How to regulate emotions

» Anger-management

» Healthy relationships

» Communication skills

2. MTSS - (DSP 1.1) Establish & implement district-wide Multi-tiered Systems of Support (MTSS) for
academics & behavior.

36 students were recognized in Quarter 1 for being a Tri-Scholar. To be considered a Tri-Scholar a student had to
have perfect attendance, zero disciplinary referrals and be in good academic standing. Each student was
recognized at a grade level assembly, received a Tri-Scholar Certificate and a certificate for a free ice cream
during lunch.

SUBJECT: HOME INSTRUCTION (HOME SCHOOLING)

From time to time, parents will choose to instruct their children at home. The School District will
attempt to cooperate with parents who wish to provide home schooling for their children realizing that
the child who is educated at home should receive an education in a manner consistent with an
educational plan and at least substantially equivalent to that given to students of like age and attainments
in the local public schools. The required subjects should be taught in a competent, systematic, and
sequential manner, specifically in relation to the required courses as enumerated in Commissioner's
Regulation Section 100.10.

Provision of Services to Home-Instructed Students

Regarding Home-Instructed Students:

They are not awarded a high school diploma. A high school diploma may only be awarded to a
student enrolled in a registered secondary school who has completed all program requirements set by
the Board of Regents, the school or the District.

a) They are not eligible to participate in interscholastic sports. Commissioner's Regulations
mandate that only students enrolled in the public school are allowed to participate in
interscholastic sports.

H%Mf—&t—ﬂ%e—eptmn-ﬂﬁihe -Distriet-they-mar-participate-in-intramural-and-otherseheol-
s— The School District does not permit home-instructed students to
partlclpate in such extracurricular activities,

b) The District is not required to loan available textbooks and other materials (e.g., library
materials, microscopes, computer software, movie projectors).

However, the District shall not provide such textbooks and other materials to the extent
available to home-instructed students.

c}  The School District is not required to furnish health services.
d) The District is not responsible for providing remedial programs.

€)  The District is not permitted to provide Occupational and Vocational Education programs
(career and technical education) nor programs for the Gifted to home-instructed students.

f)  The District shall offer a home-instructed student with disabilities the special education
services as addressed in the approved Individualized Education Program (IEP) by the
Committee on Special Education. However, there is no requirement that such services be
provided in the student's home. Further, the District shall conduct a census and register of
students with disabilities who reside in the District in accordance with Education Law and
Commissioner's Regulations.

g)  Students instructed at home shall not be allowed to use school facilities, except as
provided for community organizations in Policy #3270 -- Use of School Facilities,
Materials and Equipment.

Primary responsibility for determining compliance with Commissioner's Regulations
addressing home instruction rests with the Superintendent of Schools of the school district in which
a home-instructed student resides.
