SUBJECT: HOME INSTRUCTION (HOME SCHOOLING) 
 
 From time to time, parents will choose to instruct their children at home.  The School District 
will attempt to cooperate with parents who wish to provide home schooling for their children realizing 
that the child who is educated at home should receive an education in a manner consistent with an 
educational plan and at least substantially equivalent to that given to students of like age and 
attainments in the local public schools.  The required subjects should be taught in a competent, 
systematic, and sequential manner, specifically in relation to the required courses as enumerated in 
Commissioner's Regulation Section 100.10. 
 
Provision of Services to Home-Instructed Students 
 
Regarding Home-Instructed Students: 
 
 They are not awarded a high school diploma.  A high school diploma may only be awarded to a 
student enrolled in a registered secondary school who has completed all program requirements set by 
the Board of Regents, the school or the District. 
 


a) They are not eligible to participate in interscholastic sports.  Commissioner's Regulations 
mandate that only students enrolled in the public school are allowed to participate in 
interscholastic sports. 


 
However, at the option of the District, they may participate in intramural and other school-
sponsored club activities.  The School District does not permit home-instructed students to 
participate in such extracurricular activities. 


 
b) The District is not required to loan available textbooks and other materials (e.g., library 


materials, microscopes, computer software, movie projectors). 
 


However, the District shall not provide such textbooks and other materials to the extent 
available to home-instructed students. 


 
c) The School District is not required to furnish health services. 
 
d) The District is not responsible for providing remedial programs. 
 
e) The District is not permitted to provide Occupational and Vocational Education programs 


(career and technical education) nor programs for the Gifted to home-instructed students. 
 


f) The District shall offer a home-instructed student with disabilities the special education 
services as addressed in the approved Individualized Education Program (IEP) by the 
Committee on Special Education.  However, there is no requirement that such services be 
provided in the student's home.  Further, the District shall conduct a census and register of 
students with disabilities who reside in the District in accordance with Education Law and 
Commissioner's Regulations.

g) Students instructed at home shall not be allowed to use school facilities, except as 
provided for community organizations in Policy #3270 -- Use of School Facilities, 
Materials and Equipment. 


 
 Primary responsibility for determining compliance with Commissioner's Regulations 
addressing home instruction rests with the Superintendent of Schools of the school district in 
which a home-instructed student resides.

Tier 2 (small groups) – The Tier 2 team continues to meet for an hour each “D” 


and  “H” day to check on the progress of the intervention groups we currently 


have in place (Reading, Writing, Math, Attendance, “Why Try” and “Skills 


Streaming.”).  This team is working to make sure groups are fluid, and that 


students are appropriately placed with the right supports based on current data. 


Our current focus is re-aligning reading groups (after mid-year benchmarking) to 


ensure we are supporting each and every student.   


 


Tier 3 (individual students) – Our Tier 3 teams continue to make adjustments to 


individual student support plans as necessary.  Wrap-around supports from 







outside agencies such as Wayne Behavioral Health, PINS, FACT, and support 


from our SRO continue to be utilized to assist students at this level. (Example – 


Any student who has been suspended meets each week with our SRO, Deputy 


Pickett, for five weeks from the date of their suspension.).

Focus School/SCEP 
The School Leadership Team (SLT) has begun the process of reviewing our current SCEP (School Comprehensive Education Plan) and planning for our 2017-2018 SCEP.  Below is a 
summary of the items that we are discussing and focusing on in preparation for the school review in May and the submission of our 2017-2018 SCEP. 
 


 As we approach our 17-18 SCEP, we are anticipating a school review in May.  This review is part of the Focus School designation, and will involve school/classroom 
visits, a meeting with a parent group, a meeting with teachers, and a meeting with students, all conducted by a designated review team.   


 We are hoping that the class visits and review will provide us with data that is similar to the data we collected at our mid-year review in January.  This will give us some 
baseline data, since there were some flaws in our midyear process.  We will hopefully use the baseline data to develop the goals, action steps and needs statements in 
our 17-18 SCEP. 


 We are reviewing all the feedback that we received from the NYSED reviewers of the SCEP.  The reviewers asked some thoughtful questions about our Needs 
Statements, our SMART Goals, and our Action Steps.  They consistently requested greater clarity and data in our document and we will connect this to the review in 
May. 


 We are seeking increased input from our teachers and staff as we develop the 17-18 documents.  SLT members are taking this on, and making themselves available for 
teachers to give input and ask questions. 


 As part of the process of developing our SCEP, we have begun the planning stages for our school-based professional development focus areas for the upcoming school 
year.  See the graph below.  We are still in the planning stages, but see the description below the graph for our rationale: 







 
 You may remember this graph from our midyear review in January (I shared this graph last month).  In my report, I highlighted the fact that “student engagement” was 


our highest rated category.  This meant that the visitors noticed our students participating in their learning by asking questions, following instructions, and completing 
tasks.  We were confused by this because our student achievement is not what it should be, thus our status on the Focus School List.  We ask, “If our students are 
engaged and participating, why is there achievement low on NYS assessments?”  We hypothesize that the gaps must exist because our learning activities are not 
rigorous, or challenging enough.  We think that our daily lessons do not prepare our students adequately, with the appropriate level of difficulty, to meet rigorous 
challenges on NYS assessments.  Therefore, we have identified “rigor” as our PD focus for the 2017-2018 school year.  We will continue our practices of using learning 
targets and formative assessments, but the “rigor” topic will drive our learning for the next school year.  With “rigor” as our focus for next year, we will study and 
implement: 


o What is rigor? 
o What does it “look like?” 
o How do we plan for it? 
o How do we support our learners in accomplishing difficult tasks? 
o How can we develop perseverance in our students? 
o How can we generate more complex learning tasks and ask higher-order questions to promote more complex thinking and problem-solving? 


 We also discussed the format of our building-based PD and have begun the process for planning different forms of PD, from peer visitations (where teachers visit other 
teachers to learn from one another’s teaching expertise) and also in developing partnerships with nearby schools to participate in  “learning walks.”  This involves teams 
of teachers visiting other schools, visiting classrooms, informally observing and learning from them.  It also involves other schools visiting our school and giving us 
feedback and suggestions related to our SCEP goals. 


 In short, we have a lot of work to do on our SCEP and in preparation for the2017-2018 school year.

SLT also decided our PD focus areas for the remainder of the school year-we will continue to focus on  


 Students understanding learning targets SAP 1, 2, Tenet 4

 Students understanding the success criteria for any given assignment (students understand how their work will be evaluated, in other words, how they would get an

Counseling Plan- The District Level Team had a planning meeting on 3/9/17. It was determined that summer work will be needed to coordinate the building and 
district teams in order to develop a cohesive plan.  
 
Extended School Year- We will have a special education summer school program for students who have special class as their program on their Individualized 
Education Program. In order to qualify for this program, students must demonstrate significant need or regression during school breaks throughout the school 
year. These students will attend a 6 week program, focusing on literacy, math, and their IEP goals in order to prevent regression over the summer. Therapies will 
be provided as stated on their IEP. I am currently gathering information regarding student numbers and needs in order to plan for staffing needs for this 
program.  
 
Supplemental Speech Services- A letter has been sent to parents of students who have not been receiving speech due to the speech therapist vacancy. This 
letter explains that we would like to offer speech over the summer and is design to gather data about how many parents would be interested in sending their 
students in for this service. Based on the response, we will design a program to meet the students’ needs who will attend. We will need to provide 
transportation for these students.  
 
Staffing- We continue to have a 1.0 speech vacancy. We are currently in the hiring process for the 1.0 psychologist position.

• Ballot from BOCES mailed to component districts by Wednesday, April 12, 2017. 
• All component district nominations will be listed on the ballot except for: 


A resident of a district where an incumbent sits on the Board whose term will not be ending for this 
election unless fewer than three nominations are received from unrepresented districts; or 
If the person nominated is not a resident of a component school district of this BOCES; or 
If the person is an employee of a school district in the supervisory district. 


• The component district board can cast a maximum of one vote per vacant seat and may only cast one 
vote per candidate.  The three terms will be for 3 years each (July 1, 2017 – June 30, 2020).  BOCES 
board members whose terms will expire on June 30, 2017 are:  Michael Ellis (Geneva), Anne 
Morgan (Romulus), and Nancy Scher (Penn Yan). 


• Results transmitted the next day (Thursday, April 27) to BOCES Board Clerk. 
• Single component district vote cast regarding BOCES administrative budget at the special meeting on 


Wednesday, April 26, 2017 and the results are transmitted the next day (Thursday, April 27) to the 
BOCES Board Clerk. 


• Majority of component districts voting must be positive votes - if defeated, submit previous year’s 
administrative budget separate from capital budget to the Commissioner for approval.
