WHEREAS, upon recommendation of its Superintendent of Schools, architect and counsel, the North Rose-
Wolcott Central School District Board of Education desires to award the bid and contract for the HVAC portion of 
the Project to HMI Mechanical Systems, Inc. as the lowest responsible bidder, consistent with the above-referenced 
bids and the contract documents. 


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE NORTH ROSE-WOLCOTT CENTRAL 
SCHOOL DISTRICT that it hereby awards a contract for the labor and materials for the HVAC work specified in the 
Project’s specifications, drawings and contract documents to HMI Mechanical Systems, Inc., for a base contract 
amount of $3,460,000, plus $4000 for alternate A-5, $5,000 for alternate A-9, and $25,000 for alternate A-11, which

WHEREAS, upon recommendation of its Superintendent of Schools, architect and counsel, the North Rose-
Wolcott Central School District Board of Education desires to award the bid and contract to provide the labor and 
materials specified in the general trades section of the Project’s specifications, drawings, and contract documents 
to Fahs Construction Group, Inc., consistent with the above-referenced bids and the Project’s contract documents.

Education finds this action to have been appropriate and consistent with prior guidance it provided its 
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administrators, and the Board of Education wishes to ratify and approve that action;

the Lease Agreement, effective July 1, 2018; and

In our high school faculty meeting on Sept. 5, the members of the 


high school instructional staff took some time to review many 


resources related to defining “rigor” in the context of personalized 


learning.  They then discussed what a school definition of rigor 


should incorporate.  The School Leadership Team will take those 


notes and use consensus strategies to develop this definition.  


We’ll then communicate it out and begin working on identifying 


specific instructional strategies aligned to the definition.  After 


that, we’ll develop an accountability system to ensure the 


strategies are being consistently utilized in our classrooms. 


Utilize Tier 1 (grade level) teams to maintain consistent 


grade level classroom expectations (Be Respectful, Be 


Responsible, Be a Learner), increase PL collaboration 


and implementation, identify interventions and 


develop data-based improvement plans for students, 


and recognize students who are improving or 


exceeding expectations. 


Our Tier 1 teams met on August 30 to develop drafts of classroom 


expectations under our revised school values – Be Respectful, Be 


Responsible, Be a Learner.  The teachers used the first 2 days of 


the school year to roll out the proposed expectations to students.  


The students provided feedback, and the teachers incorporated 


that feedback when they met again on Sept. 5 to finalize the 


expectations.  Consistent expectations provide students with a 


level of predictability when they move from classroom to 


classroom.  We’ll now create posters of the expectations and post 


one in each room.  The teams will work throughout the year to 


accomplish the other objectives identified in the goal – increase PL 


collaboration and implementation, identify interventions and 


develop data-based improvement plans for students, and 


recognize students who are improving or exceeding expectations. 


Implement interventions with fidelity (Tier 2: 


Extension; Check In, Check Out; Content Labs; 


counseling groups. Tier 3: FBA/BIP; RENEW). 


As mentioned previously, we developed an implantation calendar 


for our Tier 2 and 3 interventions on Sept. 4.  We discussed the 


need to implement interventions with fidelity at our faculty 


meeting on Aug. 30.  We’ll be providing training on the Check In, 


Check Out intervention at our faculty meeting in October.

Planning is now underway for our after school programs.  This year we will have 
two programs. Both programs will begin on Tuesday, October 9th. 


The After School Discovery Program will serve students in grades Kindergarten 
through 6th grade, and is housed at the Elementary School.  5th and 6th graders will 
begin at 2:50 and the K-4 students will begin at 3:10.  Both programs will run until 
5:00 pm. Bussing home will be provided.  We will again offer a variety of classes 
and new experiences including; Martial Arts, Dance, Yoga, field trips, “stay trips”, 
as well as, Reader’s Theater, Arts & Crafts, Homework help, community service 
projects, and STEAM. 


The LIFT (Leadership and Investment in Future Talents) program will serve 
students in 7th through 12th grades, and be housed at the High School.  The 
program will begin at 3:00 pm and run until 5:00 pm.  Bussing home will also be 
provided for these students.  At the high school, students will choose from a 
variety of experiences, classes, and activities.  From gardening and gaming, to 
fitness and conditioning, from arts & crafts to cooking from scratch, from robotics 
and coding to book clubs and read alouds, as well as academic review sessions and 
test preparation classes in all subject areas.

Olympiad Preliminary plans are also underway to provide early morning tutoring to students 
identified as those who would benefit from additional instruction, in K-4, to begin 
shortly after the 1st trimester at the elementary school. 


 


We currently have 38 students (19 in each classroom) enrolled in Universal Pre-
Kindergarten classes housed at the elementary school.  20 students per class is our 
maximum.  We also work in partnership with Huron Head Start, where there are 
currently 14 four-year-old students enrolled, and 12 three-year-old students.  
Planning is underway for year long, monthly professional development for all UPK 
staff at both the elementary school and Huron Head Start.  These professional 
development sessions will examine best practices, state regulations for UPK, 
trouble shoot areas of concern, and review pacing as we progress through the 
year.

home.  Home visit may occur at this step. 


Level 4 – (15%) – Letter sent home requesting a parent meeting with the 


Assistant Principal to review attendance guidelines.  


Level 5 – (>20%) – Possible submission of referral to county agencies (FACT, 


PINS, CPS) for assistance. 


*Reminder - Chronic Absenteeism is defined as missing 10% of school days for 


any reason, excused or unexcused.  Chronic Absenteeism is a primary cause of 


low academic achievement and is a powerful predictor of future dropouts. 


 


Looking at end of the year attendance data we found that: 


 4th grade – 9% of the students chronically missed school 


 5th grade – 6% of the students chronically missed school 


 6th grade – 10% of the students chronically missed school. 


 


*Meetings have been scheduled with students who were chronically absent last 


year, in order to set goals for the 2018-2019 school year.  I will be checking in 


with these students weekly.

Here is a summary of the initiatives/process we are working on: 


 


 We are meeting with grade level teams to clarify Tier 1 expectations for social and emotional 


learning.  We want to make sure that we are responding to students appropriately and 


providing the supports needed based on student data, but we must have common expectations 


for this to happen. 


 Student transitions are going well, not too much congestion in the hallways.  We have many 


students still finding their way around the building and becoming familiar with the layout of the 


school.  I held a 7th/8th grade orientation last week that was well attended.  Our count was 60 


families.  Students heard some general guidelines from me and Mrs. Roberts-Grant.  Families 


took a tour of the building, followed their schedules, tried their lockers, and generally got a feel 


for what to expect on opening day. 


 We’re making some adjustments to student entry procedures, as well as student lunch 


procedures and dismissal procedures.  I fully expected to be making adjustments to the 


processes at both schools, responding to the data we collect from students. 


 I’m working on a report for October in regard to the Science 8 data and will articulate an action 


plan that will provide data checkpoints throughout the school year.   


 I’ll also be able to share and comment more specifically on 3-8 ELA and Math and will be able to 


share an action plan based on this data as well. 


 At this point, I’m spending a lot of time helping students, families and staff get settled to the 


new locations.  Fortunately, I have two assistant principals to support our families, students, and 


staff.

It’s been a busy spring and summer for the middle school staff.  We have landed safely in our spaces, 


and are settling in for what will certainly be a busy opening to school and school year.

● The middle school phone number is still 315-594-3130.  There will e a menu of options for 


callers, indicating “fifth/sixth grade main office,” and “seventh/eighth grade nurse.”  The goal is 


to provide consistency and targeted responses to families of middle school students.  This 


information will be shared on the web site and also at our upcoming family orientations. 


● For mailing purposes, the middle school is still 5957 New Hartford Street.  Mail will be 


forwarded to the correct location when the school year starts.

Analysisa of score distributions: 


● At first glance, it may appear that an increase in the number of students at level 3 is a positive 


step, but take note that this is due to a decrease of the number of students who achieved at the 


mastery level (4). 


● Notice the increase in the number of students at Level 1 and generally, similar percentages of 


students in each performance level.  This is clearly an indication of a failed system of academic 


support for students.  We should be identifying students whose science proficiency is level 1 or 


2 sooner, then intervening in a focused way to make sure that these students are getting the 


help and support they need.  We have not progressed in our systems of support for grade 8 


science. 


● In addition, we are clearly not challenging our students consistently enough at the mastery level.  


We must seek opportunityies to push those students beyond proficiency and challenge them to 


achieve at the mastery level.

Analysis:   


 


● We made some modest gains in a few areas, but clearly we need to spend considerably more 


time with STandard 4, the physical setting, as well as the performance stations.   


○ The Physical setting questions make up a considerabel portion of the NYS grade 8.  We 


must take a closer look at the curriculum maps to be sure that not only are standards 


being addressed in our teaching, but that we are assessing the progress of the students 


to ensure clarify and that targets are being reached. 


○ In addition to the Physical setting, we must spend considerably more time on the 


performance aspects of the stations.  There really is no excuse for a decline in student 







performance on these stations, because they generally do not change from year to year.  


There should be no surprises whatsoever by students when they engage in the 


performance aspects of the assessments. However, with the Next Generation Science 


Standards, I am concerned that we are not sufficiently engaing students in scientific 


inquiry, reading directions carefully,  or scientific problem solving. 


 


Action steps: 


M. Mathews will perform an analysis of the 8th grade science curriculum and oversee instruction and 


assessment.  I’ll provide an analysis during my monthly BOE reports of all standards learned, and 


assessment tools used to evaluate student understanding.  I’ll also reach out to BOCES and the ASI to 


ascertain what additional supports are available to the teacher, as I’m concerned that what we have 


tried is not working.  Our students can and must do better on this assessment. 


 


Over the summer, we completed the 2018-2019 SCEP, and I look forward to more information about 


student achievement on the New York State ELA and Math.  I will analyze and share in greater detail on 


my report in September. 


 


I’m looking forward to a very successful year for our students.

Opening Days- The staff appreciated the unpacking day on August 28th, there was positive feedback about this. On the morning Wednesday the 29th, the entire 
staff joined for staff appreciation and acknowledgements, district initiatives, capital project work updates, and required training.  In the afternoon of that day, 
staff rotated between three trainings: Sexual Harassment, Tolerance in the Workplace, and Suicide Prevention. These were all given by outside providers. On 
Thursday the 30th, staff attended faculty meetings with their building administrators in the morning. In the afternoon, the instructional staff gathered together 
to hear the district expectations for Personalized Learning. After that, they were able to choose to attend 3 sessions out of 7 offered to deepen their 
understanding of aspects of Personalized Learning.  
 
Focused Intervention District- This year the district will have the support of Donna Brooks, Special Education School Improvement Specialist, one day a week 
due to our designation as a Focused Intervention District in the area of Special Education. The School Performance Plan Indicators are used to determine this 
designation and this is due to our students with disabilities not performing well or showing growth for the past three years on 3-8 state assessments.  Donna will 
be doing a walk-through using a state recommended tool to document current student and teacher behaviors that are observed in 3rd -6th grade classrooms. This 
will serve as baseline data to use when determining measuring the effectiveness of the practices that we implement to impact student behavior.  
 
Hiring-We are continuing the hiring process for a speech pathologist and aides.

No meetings have occurred since the last Board meeting.

Goals 1, 2, 3  It was determined by the Leadership Team that historically there was an inconsistency of 
implementation with our summer professional development and curriculum work due to 
the optional participation for staff. This upcoming year the NRWE SLT has created a 
SMART Goal (Specific Measurable Assignable Relevant and Time-based) for the work to be 
done at our Tier 1 teacher teams. Each teaching team (assigned by grade level) will meet 
weekly to look at the implementation of curricular decisions by examining the data 
derived from common formative (frequent, mid-unit) assessments. This will give us 
measurable data on the effectiveness of our curricular units and instructional methods in 
real-time, rather than only looking at interim or end-of-year data. Additionally, this will 







help students by offering interventions fluidly to keep all progressing toward grade level 
expectations.  


Goal 3  K-6 teachers met at NRWE to develop their program for social studies. This scheduled 
time for science and social studies is a shift for K-2 teachers this year. Grades 3-4 took a 
close look, as well, at the NYS Social Studies Framework. Teachers examined the Social 
Studies Toolkit (available on EngageNY.org) and identified Inquiries they are planning to 
use. The K-4 social studies practices focus on critical reading skills that bridge into other 
content areas. These key practices include chronological reasoning, gathering and 
interpreting evidence, chronological reasoning, comparison and contextualization, 
geographic reasoning, economics and civic participation. Many of these also overlap with 
our Positivity Project character traits of study.

Goal 2  The 2017-18 school year will bring an expansion of the Positivity Project to our K-2 
students. This program explicitly teaches our students the 24 universal character 
strengths and helps them to see these strengths in themselves and others. The program 
encourages us to shift our thinking off of ourselves and onto those around us, #Other 
People Matter. (For more information PosProject.org)  







 
There are several key elements from the project worth sharing:  


1. Teacher Autonomy​. Each school and every classroom is different. Instead of a 
mandatory pedagogy, we trust the educators on the ground  -- who know their 
children the best --  to implement P2 in the most impactful way for their students. 
Success results from helping teachers master the 24 character strengths language 
and concepts  --  and equipping them with resources -- so that they are comfortable 
and confident teaching character every day. 


2. Make it Your Own​. We love to see the creativity and enthusiasm displayed by our 
Partner Schools. We’ve seen schools connecting with their local businesses and 
first responders, podcasts with a principal interviewing his teachers, art classes 
focused on character strengths, and even music classes writing and singing 
original “positivity jingles” for each character strength. So, teachers are 
encouraged to make it their own! 


3. Consistency​. We believe in the power of distributed learning. Educators instill 
character strengths vocabulary and concepts through explicit teaching of each 
strength for at least 10-minutes per day 5-days per week. Schools will dedicate a 
week to each strength and element of the Other People Matter Mindset to help 
students understand these concepts through definitions, examples, discussions, 
and exercises. It’s like flossing and brushing your teeth; you need to do it daily. 


4. Staff-Wide Training​. All of a school’s staff members -- to include school 
counselors, special area staff, and support staff -- should be trained in positive 
psychology and the mission of P2.
