Continue to refine interim assessments to ensure their
rigor and alignment with end-of-year assessments.

The second round of interim assessments will occur January 22-25.
Select students will also take Regents exams this week. For classes
that lead to or culminate in a Regents exam, we will offer testing
blocks of one hour and fifty minutes. The purpose of these
extended exams is to give students practice with taking longer
exams; we want to give them a purposeful practice experience for
the June testing session. These exams will give us rich data that
we will use to collaboratively develop action plans for
improvement though the School Based Inquiry Process, as we did
after the first round of interim assessments.

On December 17, we held an interim assessment development
session after school to provide teachers with time to develop
these important assessments.

Increase two-way communication with
parents/guardians about student growth.

The School Leadership Team has been working on a plan that will
lead to more frequent updates to our online SchoolTool Grade
Book. This will provide students, teachers, and parents with more
updated information about students’ progress.

2: By June 2017, each student
who has achieved mastery will
maintain mastery, and the
percentage of new students
achieving mastery will increase.
[Goal to continue in 2018-19
school year]

Implement personalized learning (PL) instructional
strategies aligned to the NRW “guardrails.”

Teachers are continuing to set personalized SMART goals to
further their implementation of personalized learning. This occurs
at the beginning of each faculty meeting.

Deploy interventions based on entry and exit data
triggers (Check In, Check Out; Project Success; and Why
Try, for example), gather and report data on the
effectiveness of the interventions, and implement
action plans designed to refine the interventions
appropriately (Tier 2).

Soon we will be implementing a variety of Tier 2 interventions
based on data (attendance, behavior, and coursework). These
interventions include Check In, Check Out; Project SUCCESS; and
Why Try. Students who have struggled to achieve success are
identified for these interventions through our data analyses, and
the interventions are designed to reengage the students with the

Introducing Mr. Brady Farnand as our new Assistant Principal. Brady has hit the ground running, attending a dance on his first day of work. He has jumped right
in with students and families, and has shown some great promise as an administrator. We have a lot to discuss, but so far we have had some very engaging
conversations about how we can develop smooth-running systems to make sure that we don’t miss even one student who isn’t making progress. So far, we
have discussed improving our systems to:
® Be clear about expectations as it relates to all aspects of the school environment, the bus, the playground, the hallway, the restroom. Revisit these
expectations frequently and with targeted groups of students. Develop common interventions for when students are in unstructured environments
such as the bus, the playground, or the locker room.
e Respond early when a student or students are not making progress alongside their peers.
e Engaging with families in a constructive manner to problem-solve and identify pathways for success at the elementary and middle levels.
There are many more topics for discussion, but I’'m very pleased to have Mr. Farnand as part of the team.

I’'m working with Kristine Cameron, BOCES instructional coach, on working with seventh and eighth grade teachers to develop our students’ capacity to identify
and understand words in context. Grades 7 and 8 are revisiting their action plans, and unifying their efforts to develop student capacity to attack unknown
vocabulary words. We are also doing more direct instruction on vocabulary as part of our planning. Improved vocabulary skills can lead students to much
greater success in all content areas, but our target is to show improvement in ELA and Mathematics. I'll share the plan with you at the next BOE meeting.

Once the STAR Reading and Math scores are tabulated, we will analyze the results as they are compared to the results from the fall administration of the
assessment. In the fall, all families received a letter indicating their child’s STAR Grade Equivalency. At the end of the month, families will receive a second letter
informing them of their child’s progress to this point in the school year. We recognize and celebrate those students who have made progress by announcing
them at Town Hall meetings and sending congratulatory coupons home. We identify interventions and organize test retakes for those who have not made
adequate progress alongside their grade level peers. I'll share this data with you at the next BOE meeting. This is an important measure for us, because as |





pointed out at November’s BOE meeting, we have identified a strong correlation on the NYS Math assessment proficiency/mastery results, and how well our
students do on the STAR Reading, but especially the STAR Math.

Fifth and sixth grade level teams are continuing their work to improve student English language learning through their Tier 1 action plans.
e Determine a central idea of a text and how it is conveyed through particular details.
e Determine or clarify the meaning of unknown and multiple-meaning words and phrases based on grade 6 reading and content, choosing flexibly from a
range of strategies.

At the end of this month, our students will take the second interim assessment. I’'m already working with teachers on scheduling this administration at all levels,
5-8. At this time, we are administering interims in ELA and Math. | should have the results, prepared for the February BOE meeting.

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SUBJECT: EDUCATION OF STUDENTS IN FOSTER CARE

The District recognizes the importance of educational stability for students in foster care and will

collaborate, as appropriate, with the State Education Department (SED) and the local Department of
Social Services (LDSS) to ensure that students in foster care have the same opportunity to achieve at
the high-levels as their peers. For purposes of this policy, LDSS also refers to the local Social Services
District or the local child welfare agency.

Definitions

a)

Child or youth in foster care ("student in foster care") means a child who is in the care and
custody or custody and guardianship of a local Commissioner of Social Services or the
Commissioner of the Office of Children and Family Services.

Feeder school means:

1. A preschool whose students are entitled to attend a specified elementary school or group of
elementary schools upon completion of that preschool;

2. A school whose students are entitled to attend a specified elementary, middle, intermediate,
or high school or group of specified elementary, middle, intermediate, or high schools upon
completion of the terminal grade of such school; or

3. Aschool that sends its students to a receiving school in a neighboring school district pursuant
to applicable laws and regulations.

Foster care means 24-hour substitute care for children placed away from their parents or guardians
and for whom the state or tribal child welfare agency has placement and care responsibility. This
includes, but is not limited to, placements in foster family homes, foster homes of relatives, group
homes, emergency shelters, residential facilities, child care institutions, and pre-adoptive homes.
A child is in foster care regardless of whether the foster care facility is licensed and payments are
made by the state, tribal or local agency for the care of the child, whether adoption subsidy
payments are being made prior to the finalization of an adoption, or whether there is federal
matching of any payments that are made.

Preschool means a publicly funded prekindergarten program administered by SED or a local

educational agency or a Head Start program administered by a local educational agency and/or

services under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) administered by a local

educational agency.

Receiving school means:

1. A school that enrolls students from a specified or group of preschools, elementary schools,
middle schools, intermediate schools, or high schools; or

2. Aschool that enrolis students from a feeder school in a neighboring local educational agency
pursuant to applicable laws and regulations.

f)  School district of origin means the school district within New York State in which the child or
youth in foster care was attending a public school or preschool on a tuition-free basis or was
entitled to attend at the time of placement into foster care when the Social Services District or the
Office of Children and Family Services assumed care and custody or custody and guardianship of
such child or youth, which is different from the school district of residence.

g) School district of residence means the public school district within New York State in which the
foster care placement is located, which is different from the school district of origin.

h)  School of origin means a public school that a child or youth attended at the time of placement into
foster care, or the school in which the child or youth was last enrolled, including a preschool or a
charter school. For a child or youth in foster care who completes the final grade level served by
the school of origin, the term school of origin will include the designated receiving school at the
next grade level for all feeder schools. Where the child is eligible to attend school in the school
district of origin because the child was placed in foster care after such child is eligible to apply,
register, or enroll in the public preschool or kindergarten or the child is living with a school-age
sibling who attends school in the school district of origin, the school of origin will include any
public school or preschool in which such child would have been entitled or eligible to attend based
on fsuch child's last residence before the circumstances arose which caused such child to be placed
in foster care.

District Foster Care Liaison

The District will designate an appropriate staff person to act as the District's point of contact for
students in foster care (i.e., the "Foster Care Liaison"). The Foster Care Liaison will not be the same
staff person as the McKinney-Vento Liaison unless the McKinney-Vento Liaison has sufficient ability
to carry out the responsibilities of both roles.

The Foster Care Liaison will work collaboratively with representatives from the LDSS.

The District will ensure that the name and contact information for the Foster Care Liaison are:

a)  Submitted to SED;

b) Provided, in writing, to the point of contact for any LDSS known by the District to have
students in its custody; and

c) Posted on the District website.

Designation of School District and School

The LDSS, in consultation with the appropriate local educational agency or agencies, will
determine whether placement in the school district of origin or the school district of residence is in the
best interest of a student in foster care. Provided that the District is an appropriate local educational
agency, the District will work with the LDSS to make the best interest determination as quickly as
possible in order to prevent educational discontinuity for the student. If the student has an Individualized
Education Program (IEP), a Section 504 plan, or is an English language learner, relevant school staff
may be consulted during the best interest determination process.

To the extent feasible and appropriate, the student should remain in his or her school of origin
while the best interest determination is being made.

Subject to a best interest determination, a student in foster care is entitled to attend the school of
origin or any school that children and youth who live in the attendance area in which the foster care
placement is located are eligible to attend, including a preschool, for the duration of the student's
placement in foster care and until the end of the school year in which he or she is no longer in foster
care, and for one additional year if that year constitutes the student's terminal year in that building.

Where the school district of origin or school of origin that a student was attending on a tuition-free
basis, or was entitled to attend when the student entered foster care is located, in New York State and
the student's foster care placement is located in a contiguous state, the student is entitled to attend his or
her school of origin or any school that children and youth who live in the attendance area in which the
foster care placement is located are eligible to attend, including a preschool, subject to a best interest
determination, for the duration of the student's placement in foster care and until the end of the school
year in which he or she is no longer in foster care, and for one additional year if that year constitutes the
student's terminal year in such building.

Responsibilities When Designated as the School District of Attendance

If the District is designated as the school district of attendance for a student in foster care, the
District will immediately:

a)  Enroll the student in foster care, even if the student is unable to produce records which are
normally required for enrollment, such as previous academic records, records of
immunization and/or other required health records, proof of residency or other
documentation and/or even if the student has missed application or enrollment deadlines
during any period of placement in foster care, if applicable;

b)  Treat the student in foster care as a resident for all purposes; and

c) Make a written request to the school district where the student's records are located in order
to obtain a copy of the student's records and coordinate the transmittal of these records in
accordance with applicable laws and regulations.

Request for Records

Within five days of receipt of a request for school records from a new school, the District will
forward, in a manner consistent with federal and state law, a complete copy of the records of the student
in foster care, including, but not limited to: proof of age; academic records; evaluations; immunization
records; and guardianship papers (if applicable).

Tuition Reimbursement

Except as otherwise provided in law or regulation, the cost of instruction of a student in foster care
will be bome by the school district of origin. Where a district other than the school district of origin is
designated as the school district of attendance, the cost of instruction will be borne by the school district
of origin and the tuition paid to the designated school district of attendance will be computed in
accordance with applicable laws and regulations.

Transportation Responsibilities

Any student in foster care who requires transportation in order to attend his or her school of origin,
is entitled to receive that transportation.

As appropriate, the District will coordinate and collaborate with the LDSS to make an appropriate
transportation plan that supports the student's school stability plan and is fair to the District's taxpayers,
consistent with the District's obligations under federal and state law.

When the District is the designated school district of attendance, and the student requires
transportation to attend his or her school of origin, the District will provide transportation to and from
the student's foster care placement location and the school of origin. The costs for transportation may
be aidable pursuant to applicable laws and regulations.

When the District is the school district of residence and the designated school district of
attendance, and the student does not attend his or her school of origin, the District will provide
transportation on the same basis as provided to resident students. The costs for transportation may be
aidable pursuant to applicable laws and regulations.

When transporting students in foster care, the District may incur excess transportation costs, as

defined by law. The District and the LDSS may enter into a written agreement relating to how excess
transportation costs should be funded, consistent with applicable laws and regulations. Absent such an

agreement, excess transportation costs incurred by the District will be shared equally between the LDSS
responsible for the foster care costs of the student and the designated school district of attendance. The
District and the LDSS will consider and utilize all allowable funding sources, including any available
federal funds, to cover excess transportation costs.

Where a student in foster care has been placed in foster care in a contiguous state, and the District
is the designated district of attendance, the District will collaborate with the LDSS to arrange for
transportation.

Where the School of Origin is a Charter School

Where the school of origin is a charter school, the school district designated as the school district
of attendance for a student in foster care will be deemed to be the school district of residence for the
student for purposes of fiscal and programmatic responsibility and will be responsible for transportation
of the student in foster care. If the designated school district of attendance is not the school district of
origin, the designated school district of attendance may seek reimbursement from the school district of
origin in accordance with applicable laws and regulations.

Dispute Resolution Process

To the extent feasible and appropriate, the District will ensure that a student in foster care remains
in his or her school of origin while any dispute is being resolved in order to minimize disruptions and
reduce the number of moves between schools.

Coordination with Other Agencies

The District will coordinate the provision of services described in this policy, as appropriate, with
agencies or programs providing services to students in foster care.

The District will coordinate with other school districts on inter-district issues, such as
transportation or transfer of school records.

The District will coordinate implementation of the above provision of services with the
requirements of IDEA for students with disabilities.

Comparable Services

Each student in foster care will be provided services comparable to other students in the school of
attendance, including: transportation services; educational services for which the student meets
eligibility criteria; educational programs for students with disabilities; educational programs for English
learners; programs in career and technical education; programs for gifted and talented students; and
school nutrition programs.

Student Privacy

As appropriate, the District will collaborate with SED and/or the LDSS to determine what
documentation related to a student in foster care should be shared among involved parties. In all cases,
the District will comply with all statutory requirements to protect student privacy, including the Family
Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) and any other applicable privacy requirements under
federal, state, or local laws.

SUBJECT: ALCOHOL, TOBACCO, DRUGS, AND OTHER SUBSTANCES

The Board recognizes that the misuse of alcohol, drugs, tobacco, electronic cigarettes (e-
cigarettes), and other illegal substances is a serious problem with legal, physical, emotional, and social
implications for our students, as well as the entire community. Therefore, the consumption, sharing,
selling, use, or possession of alcoholic beverages, tobacco products, e-cigarettes, illegal drugs,
counterfeit and designer drugs, or paraphernalia for the use of these drugs is prohibited at any school-
sponsored function, on school grounds, and on school buses at all times. The unauthorized use or misuse
of prescription and over-the-counter drugs, vitamins, supplements, herbs, or other similar substances is
also prohibited.

Students are not permitted to be under the influence of alcohol or other prohibited substances on
school grounds or at school-sponsored events. A school-sponsored function includes a school sponsored
or school-authorized extracurricular event or activity regardless of where the event or activity takes
place.

SUBJECT: SEXUAL HARASSMENT OF DISTRICT PERSONNEL

The Board affirms its commitment to provide an environment free from sex-based discrimination
and sexual harassment, including sexual violence and intimidation. The Board, therefore, prohibits all
forms of sexual harassment against District personnel by employees, school volunteers, students, and
non-employees, such as contractors and vendors, which occurs on school grounds or at school-sponsored
events, programs, or activities, including those that take place at locations off school premises.

Sexual Harassment

Unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favors and other verbal or physical conduct of a
sexual nature constitute harassment on the basis of sex when:

a)  Submission of this conduct is made, either explicitly or implicitly, a term or condition of an
individual's employment;

b)  Submission to or rejection of this conduct by an individual is used as a basis for employment
decisions affecting these individuals; or

c)  The conduct has the purpose or effect of unreasonably interfering with an individual's work
performance or creating an intimidating, hostile, or offensive work environment.

Sexual harassment includes, but is not limited to, sexual violence. For the purpose of this policy,
sexual violence refers to physical sexual acts perpetrated against a person's will or where a person is
incapable of giving consent. Sexual violence includes rape, sexual assault, sexual battery, and sexual
coercion.

Sexual harassment can originate from a person of either sex against a person of the opposite or
same sex, and from students, supervisors, co-workers, or third parties such as visitors and school
volunteers.

Prohibited Conduct

Sexual harassment can be verbal, non-verbal, or physical. Examples of this conduct may include,
but are not limited to, the following:

a)  Verbal abuse or ridicule, including innuendoes, stories, and jokes that are sexual in nature
and/or gender-related. This might include inappropriate sex-oriented comments on
appearance, including dress or physical features.

b)  Direct or indirect threats or bribes for unwanted sexual activity.

c)  Asking or commenting about a person's sexual activities.

d) Unwelcome and unwanted physical contact of a sexual nature including, but not limited to,
physical acts such as assault, impeding or blocking movement, offensive touching, or any
physical interference with normal work or movement.

¢) Displaying or distributing pornographic or other sexually explicit materials such as
magazines, pictures, internet material, cartoons, etc.

f)  The use of profanity or other obscenities that are sexually suggestive or degrading in nature.
g} Unwelcome staring, leering, or gesturing which is sexually suggestive in nature.

h) Unwelcome and/or offensive public displays of sexual or physical affection.

i)  Clothing that reflects sexually obscene or sexually explicit messages, slogans, or pictures.

j)  Engaging in sexual conduct with an individual who is unable to consent due to his or her
age, use of drugs or alcohol, intellectual disability, or other disability.

k)  Any other unwelcome and unwanted sexually oriented or gender-based behavior which is
sexually demeaning, belittling, intimidating, or perpetrates sexual stereotypes and attitudes.

Investigation of Complaints and Grievances

In order for the Board to enforce this policy, and to take corrective measures as may be necessary,
it is essential that any employee who believes he or she has been a victim of sexual harassment in the
work environment, as well as any other person who is aware of and/or who has knowledge of or
witnesses any possible occurrence of sexual harassment, immediately report the alleged harassment to
the District's designated Civil Rights Compliance Officer (CRCO). In the event that the CRCO is the
alleged offender, the report will be directed to another CRCO, if the District has designated an additional
individual to serve in that capacity, or to the Superintendent.

The District will act to promptly, thoroughly, and equitably investigate all complaints, whether
verbal or written, of sexual harassment, and will promptly take appropriate action to protect individuals
from further harassment. All complaints will be handled in a manner consistent with the District's
policies, procedures, and/or regulations regarding the investigation of discrimination and harassment
complaints, including Policy #3420 -- Non-Discrimination and Anti-Harassment in the District.

Additional information regarding the District's discrimination and harassment complaint and
grievance procedures, including, but not limited to, the designation of the CRCO, knowingly making
false accusations, and possible corrective actions, can be found in Policy #3420 -- Non-Discrimination
and Anti-Harassment in the District.

Prohibition of Retaliatory Behavior (Commonly Known as "Whistle-Blower' Protection)

The Board prohibits any retaliatory behavior directed against complainants, victims, witnesses,
and/or any other individuals who participated in the investigation of a complaint of sexual harassment.
Complaints of retaliation may be directed to the CRCO. In the event the CRCO is the alleged offender,
the report will be directed to another CRCO, if the District has designated another individual to serve in
that capacity, or to the Superintendent.

Where appropriate, follow-up inquiries will be made to ensure that sexual harassment has not
resumed and that all those involved in the investigation of sexual harassment have not suffered
retaliation.

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SEXUAL HARASSMENT OF DISTRICT PERSONNEL

PURPOSE AND APPLICATION

The District is committed to maintaining a workplace free from sex-based discrimination
and sexual harassment, including sexual violence and intimidation. Sexual harassment is
a form of workplace discrimination. All employees are required to work in a manner that
prevents sexual harassment in the workplace.

This Policy is one component of the District’s commitment to a discrimination-free work
environment. Sexual harassment is against the law and all employees have a legal right to
a workplace free from sexual harassment and employees are urged to report sexual
harassment by filing a complaint internally with the District. Employees can also file a
complaint with a government agency or in court under federal, state or local
antidiscrimination laws.

This District policy applies to all employees, applicants for employment, interns, whether
paid or unpaid, contractors and persons conducting business, regardless of immigration
status, with the District. In the remainder of this document, the term “employees” refers
to this collective group. A non-employee is someone who is (or is employed by) a
contractor, subcontractor, vendor, consultant, or anyone providing services in the
workplace. Protected non-employees include persons commonly referred to as
independent contractors, “gig” workers and temporary workers. Also included are
persons providing equipment repair, cleaning services or any other services provided
pursuant to a contract with the employer.

Sexual harassment will not be tolerated. Any employee or individual covered by this
policy who engages in sexual harassment or retaliation will be subject to remedial and/or
disciplinary action (e.g., counseling, suspension, termination). All complaints will be
handled in a manner consistent with the District’s policies, procedures, and/or regulations
regarding the investigation of discrimination and harassment complaints, including Policy
No.: 3420 — Non-Discrimination and Anti-Harassment in the District.

Retaliation Prohibition: No person covered by this Policy shall be subject to adverse
action because the employee reports an incident of sexual harassment, provides
information, or otherwise assists in any investigation of a sexual harassment complaint.
The District will not tolerate such retaliation against anyone who, in good faith, reports or
provides information about suspected sexual harassment. Any employee of the District
who retaliates against anyone involved in a sexual harassment investigation will be
subjected to disciplinary action, up to and including termination. All employees, paid or
unpaid interns, or non-employees working in the workplace who believe they have been
subject to such retaliation should inform a supervisor, manager, or with the District’s
Civil Rights Compliance Officer (CRCO). In the event that the CRCO is the alleged
offender, the report will be directed to another CRCO, if the District has designated an
additional individual to serve in that capacity, or to the Superintendent.
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SEXUAL HARASSMENT OF DISTRICT PERSONNEL

Additional information regarding the District’s discrimination and harassment complaint
and grievance procedures, including, but not limited to, the designation of the CRCO,
knowingly making false accusations, and possible corrective actions can be found in
Policy No.: 3420 -- Non-Discrimination and Anti-Harassment in the District.

All employees, paid or unpaid interns or non-employees who believe they have been a
target of such retaliation may also seek relief in other available forums, as explained
below in the section on Legal Protections.

Sexual harassment is offensive, is a violation of our policies, is unlawful, and may
subject the District to liability for harm to targets of sexual harassment. Harassers may
also be individually subject to liability. Employees of every level who engage in sexual
harassment, including managers and supervisors who engage in sexual harassment or
who allow such behavior to continue, will be penalized for such misconduct.

The District will conduct a prompt and thorough investigation that ensures due process
for all parties, whenever management receives a complaint about sexual harassment, or
otherwise knows of possible sexual harassment occurring. The District will keep the
investigation confidential to the extent possible. Effective corrective action will be taken
whenever sexual harassment is found to have occurred. All employees, including
managers and supervisors, are required to cooperate with any internal investigation of
sexual harassment.

All employees are encouraged to report any harassment or behaviors that violate this
policy. The District will provide all employees a complaint form for employees to report
harassment and file complaints.

Managers and supervisors are required to report any complaint that they receive, or any
harassment that they observe or become aware of| to the District’s Civil Rights
Compliance Officer (CRCO). In the event that the CRCO is the alleged offender, the
report will be directed to another CRCO, if the District has designated an additional
individual to serve in that capacity, or to the Superintendent.

This policy applies to all employees, paid or unpaid interns, and non-employees and all
must follow and uphold this policy. This policy must be provided to all employees and
should be posted prominently in all work locations to the extent practicable (for example,
in a main office, not an offsite work location) and be provided to employees upon hiring.

WHAT IS “SEXUAL HARASSMENT”?

Sexual harassment is a form of sex discrimination and is unlawful under federal, state,
and (where applicable) local law. Sexual harassment includes harassment on the basis of
sex, sexual orientation, self-identified or perceived sex, gender expression, gender
identity and the status of being transgender.
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Sexual harassment includes unwelcome conduct which is either of a sexual nature, or
which is directed at an individual because of that individual’s sex when:

a. Such conduct has the purpose or effect of unreasonably interfering with an
individual’s work performance or creating an intimidating, hostile or offensive
work environment, even if the reporting individual is not the intended target of the
sexual harassment;

b. Such conduct is made either explicitly or implicitly a term or condition of
employment; or

¢. Submission to or rejection of such conduct is used as the basis for employment
decisions affecting an individual’s employment.

A sexually harassing hostile work environment includes, but is not limited to, words,
signs, jokes, pranks, intimidation or physical violence which are of a sexual nature, or
which are directed at an individual because of that individual’s sex. Sexual harassment
also consists of any unwanted verbal or physical advances, sexually explicit derogatory
statements or sexually discriminatory remarks made by someone which are offensive or
objectionable to the recipient, which cause the recipient discomfort or humiliation, which
interfere with the recipient’s job performance.

Sexual harassment also occurs when a person in authority tries to trade job benefits for
sexual favors. This can include hiring, promotion, continued employment or any other
terms, conditions or privileges of employment. This is also called “quid pro quo™
harassment.

Any employee who feels harassed should report so that any violation of this policy can be
corrected promptly. Any harassing conduct, even a single incident, can be addressed
under this policy.

EXAMPLES OF SEXUAL HARASSMENT

The following describes some of the types of acts that may be unlawful sexual
harassment and that are strictly prohibited:

a. Physical acts of a sexual nature, such as:

i.  Touching, pinching, patting, kissing, hugging, grabbing, brushing against
another employee’s body or poking another employee’s body;

ii.  Rape, sexual battery, molestation or attempts to commit these assaults.

b. Unwanted sexual advances or propositions, such as:
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i.  Requests for sexual favors accompanied by implied or overt threats
conceming the target’s job performance evaluation, a promotion or other job
benefits or detriments;

ii.  Subtle or obvious pressure for unwelcome sexual activities.

c. Sexually oriented gestures, noises, remarks or jokes, or comments about a person’s
sexuality or sexual experience, which create a hostile work environment.

d. Sex stereotyping occurs when conduct or personality traits are considered
inappropriate simply because they may not conform to other people's ideas or
perceptions about how individuals of a particular sex should act or look.

e. Sexual or discriminatory displays or publications anywhere in the workplace, such as
displaying pictures, posters, calendars, graffiti, objects, promotional material, reading
materials or other materials that are sexually demeaning or pornographic. This
includes such sexual displays on workplace computers or cell phones and sharing
such displays while in the workplace.

f. Hostile actions taken against an individual because of that individual’s sex, sexual
orientation, gender identity and the status of being transgender, such as:

i.  Interfering with, destroying or damaging a person’s workstation, tools or
equipment, or otherwise interfering with the individual’s ability to perform the
job;

ii.  Sabotaging an individual’s work;
iii.  Bullying, yelling, name-calling.

Sexual harassment can occur between any individuals, regardless of their sex or gender.
New York Law protects employees, paid or unpaid interns, and non-employees, including
independent contractors, and those employed by companies contracting to provide
services in the workplace. Harassers can be a superior, a subordinate, a coworker or
anyone in the workplace including an independent contractor, contract worker, vendor,
client, customer or visitor.

Unlawful sexual harassment is not limited to the physical workplace itself, It can occur
while employees are traveling for business or at employer sponsored events or parties.
Calls, texts, emails, and social media usage by employees can constitute unlawful
workplace harassment, even if they occur away from the workplace premises, on personal
devices or during non-work hours.
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RETALIATION

Unlawful retaliation can be any action that could discourage a worker from coming
forward to make or support a sexual harassment claim. Adverse action need not be job-
related or occur in the workplace to constitute unlawful retaliation (e.g., threats of
physical violence outside of work hours).

Such retaliation is unlawful under federal, state, and (where applicable) local law. The
New York State Human Rights Law protects any individual who has engaged in
“protected activity.” Protected activity occurs when a person has:

a. made a compiaint of sexual harassment, either internally or with any anti-
discrimination agency;

b. testified or assisted in a proceeding involving sexual harassment under the Human
Rights Law or other anti-discrimination law;

c. opposed sexual harassment by making a verbal or informal complaint to management,
or by simply informing a supervisor or manager of harassment; reported that another
employee has been sexually harassed; or

d. encouraged a fellow employee to report harassment.

Even if the alleged harassment does not turn out to rise to the level of a violation of law,
the individual is protected from retaliation if the person had a good faith belief that the
practices were unlawful. However, the retaliation provision is not intended to protect
persons making intentionally false charges of harassment.

REPORTING SEXUAL HARASSMENT

Preventing sexual harassment is everyone’s responsibility. The District cannot prevent or
remedy sexual harassment unless it knows about it. Any employee, paid or unpaid intern
or non-employee who has been subjected to behavior that may constitute sexual
harassment is encouraged to report such behavior to a supervisor, manager or CRCO.
Anyone who witnesses or becomes aware of potential instances of sexual harassment
should report such behavior to a supervisor, manager or CRCO.

Reports of sexual harassment may be made verbally or in writing. A form for submission
of a written complaint is attached to this Policy, and all employees are encouraged to use
this complaint form. Employees who are reporting sexual harassment on behalf of other
employees should use the complaint form and note that it is on another employee’s
behalf.
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Employees, paid or unpaid interns or non-employees who believe they have been a target
of sexual harassment may also seek assistance in other available forums, as explained
below in the section on Legal Protections.

Supervisory Responsibilities

All supervisors and managers who receive a complaint or information about suspected
sexual harassment, observe what may be sexually harassing behavior or for any reason
suspect that sexual harassment is occurring, are required to report such suspected sexual
harassment to CRCO.,

In addition to being subject to discipline if they engaged in sexually harassing conduct
themselves, supervisors and managers will be subject to discipline for failing to report
suspected sexual harassment or otherwise knowingly allowing sexual harassment to
continue.

Supervisors and managers will also be subject to discipline for engaging in any
retaliation.

Complaint and Investigation of Sexual Harassment

All complaints or information about sexual harassment will be investigated, whether that
information was reported in verbal or written form. Investigations will be conducted in a
timely manner, and will be confidential to the extent possible.

An investigation of any complaint, information or knowledge of suspected sexual
harassment will be prompt and thorough, commenced immediately and completed as
soon as possible. The investigation will be kept confidential to the extent possible. All
persons involved, including complainants, witnesses and alleged harassers will be
accorded due process, as outlined below, to protect their rights to a fair and impartial
investigation.

Any employee may be required to cooperate as needed in an investigation of suspected
sexual harassment. The District will not tolerate retaliation against employees who file
complaints, support another’s complaint or participate in an investigation regarding a
violation of this policy.

While the process may vary from case to case, investigations should be done in
accordance with the following steps:

a. Upon receipt of complaint, CRCO will conduct an immediate review of the
allegations, and take any interim actions (e.g., instructing the respondent to refrain
from communications with the complainant), as appropriate. If complaint is verbal,

is not required to file a complaint with a governmental agency, you may seek the legal
advice of an attorney.

In addition to those outlined below, employees in certain industries may have additional
legal protections.

State Human Rights Law (HRL)

The Human Rights Law (HRL), codified as N.Y. Executive Law, art. 15, § 290 et seq.,
applies to all employers in New York State with regard to sexual harassment, and
protects employees, paid or unpaid interns and non-employees, regardless of immigration
status. A complaint alleging violation of the Human Rights Law may be filed either with
the Division of Human Rights (DHR) or in New York State Supreme Court.

Complaints with DHR may be filed any time within one year of the harassment. If an
individual did not file at DHR, they can sue directly in state court under the HRL, within
three years of the alleged sexual harassment. An individual may not file with DHR if they
have already filed a HRL complaint in state court.

Complaining internally to the District does not extend your time to file with DHR or in
court. The one year or three years is counted from date of the most recent incident of
harassment,

You do not need an attorney to file a complaint with DHR, and there is no cost to file
with DHR.

DHR will investigate your complaint and determine whether there is probable cause to
believe that sexual harassment has occurred. Probable cause cases are forwarded to a
public hearing before an administrative law judge. If sexual harassment is found after a
hearing, DHR has the power to award relief, which varies but may include requiring your
employer to take action to stop the harassment, or redress the damage caused, including
paying of monetary damages, attorney’s fees and civil fines.

DHR’s main office contact information is: NYS Division of Human Rights, One
Fordham Plaza, Fourth Floor, Bronx, New York 10458. You may call (718) 741-8400 or
visit: www.dhr.ny.gov.

about filing a complaint. The website has a complaint form that can be downloaded, filled
out, notarized and mailed to DHR. The website also contains contact information for
DHR’s regional offices across New York State.
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Civil Rights Act of 1964

The United States Equal Employment Opportunity Commission (EEQC) enforces federal
anti-discrimination laws, including Title VII of the 1964 federal Civil Rights Act
(codified as 42 U.S.C. § 2000e et seq.). An individual can file a complaint with the
EEOC anytime within 300 days from the harassment. There is no cost to file a complaint
with the EEOC, The EEOC will investigate the complaint, and determine whether there is
reasonable cause to believe that discrimination has occurred, at which point the EEOC
will issue a Right to Sue letter permitting the individual to file a complaint in federal
court.

The EEOC does not hold hearings or award relief, but may take other action including
pursuing cases in federal court on behalf of complaining parties. Federal courts may
award remedies if discrimination is found to have occurred. In general, private employers
must have at least 15 employees to come within the jurisdiction of the EEOC.

An employee alleging discrimination at work can file a “Charge of Discrimination.” The
EEQC has district, area, and field offices where complaints can be filed. Contact the
EEOC by calling 1-800-669-4000 (TTY: 1-800-669-6820), visiting their website at
Www.eeoc.gov or via email at info(@eeoc.gov.

If an individual filed an administrative complaint with DHR, DHR will file the complaint
with the EEOC to preserve the right to proceed in federal court.

Contact the Local Police Department

If the harassment involves unwanted physical touching, coerced physical confinement or
coerced sex acts, the conduct may constitute a crime. Contact the local police department.
