persons responsible for the damage were identified. The maintenance staff was able to clean off most of the
paint without leaving any permanent damage.

GEL Teacher Receives Walmart
Teacher of the Year Honors

Krista Stowe, a social studies teacher at the Center for Experiential Learning (CEL)
in Stanley, was recently chosen as the Walmart Teacher of the Year for the Canandaigua
store. Bob Smith, Walmart’s Community Involvement Coordinator and Travis Smith,
CEL graduate and Walmart Sales Associate, presented Krista with her award in front of
her current students and coworkers at a ceremony held on October 20, 2008. According
to Bob, Krista was chosen from more than 8¢ nominations subimitted to the store during
Aungust 2008. Krista won a $1,000 grant for her school, a $100 gift card for class
supplics and an award certificate. By receiving this local honor, she is eligible to apply
for Waliart Teacher of the Year state honors. All state winners are automatically
entered into a national competition where one national winner will receive a $25,000
school grant.

An excerpt from her nomination form reads, “Is. Stowe takes the time to help
students not only with school work, but with other problems they may be having. She is
very friendly and always has a positive attitude.” The CEL is a high school designed to
meet the educational and social-emotional needs of students in grades nine throngh 12
who are considered to be “at-risk” for dropping out of high school using an alternative
education philosophy and model. The CEL’s average graduation rate over the past six
years has been 81 percent which surpasses both state and regional averages.

Krista said, “The Center for Experiential Learning is very different from a traditional
public school experience.” Noting that the class size is much smaller and students

Two staff meinbers from Red Jacket
Education Center (RJEC), Danielle
D’ Arduini, computer support and Steve
‘Walker, teacher’s aide, who also serve as
volunteer firefighters, coordinated a
comprehensive Fire Prevention Day for
RIEC students on October 10, 2008

Eight firefighters from the Manchester
Fire Department and the Citizens Hose
Company in Shortsville generously
donated their time and fire prevention
expertise with students. They also
brought their ladder and rescue truck,
pumper, ambulance, fire gear and
educational fire prevention information to
RIEC for the benefit of the students.

engage in learning experiences outside
of the classroom on a regular basis. In
addition to leaving the building on
community service and curriculum-
based field trips, stadents also Jearn
differently in the classrooin. “We focus
on teaching to our stadents multiple
intelligences as much as possible and
trying to connect the content information
to their daily lives and experiences,” she
said. For example, rather than lecturing
to stadents about the Industrial
Revolution in U.S. History, CEL
students learned about its positive and
negative effects by simmulating a factory
setting and producing peanat butter and
jelly sandwiches. “All students have
different learning styles and strengths,
and at CEL we focus on creating
activities that will cater to our student’s
diverse talents,” Krista added.

Krista is a resident of Ontario, New
York and has worked at the CEL for
three years. She said that her eighth
grade social studies teacher and soccer
coach, Carol Fries, inspited her to
become a teacher. “She tanght in a very
engaging and experiential manner well
before it was a common technique in the
classrooim,” Krista said. “She had sach
energy and passion for the content and [
quickly grew to love social studies.”
